If you had made the de-
cision to become a Life member
for the low, low price of $500,
then your savings on having just
one event at the Klub would
leave you a measly $50 short of
break even. It doesn’t have to
be a big wedding either. Maybe
you have a child’s birthday party
but don’t want to have a bunch
of kids running through the
house. Class reunion? Done it.
Anniversary party? Yes.
Christmas party? Never too ear-
ly to reserve. Business meet-
ing? We've got you covered. If
you can think of it, we can pull it
off. All you have to do is re-
member that you have that open
to you.

When you figure in this fabul-
ous newsletter and all the other
events we have throughout the
year, the GAK is a bargain! If
you aren’t taking advantage of
everything your Klub has to of-
fer, then you are just cheating
yourself. Not only will you end
up thanking yourself for every-
thing, but it would earn my
thanks for making my job a lot
easier.

Now that the sales pitch is
over, the sales pitch can begin!
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The benefits to be gained by
being a GAK member come with
a price that isn't measurable in
dollars. Your patrticipation is al-
so to be considered. In order to
have the best Klub you possibly
can, it is in your own best inter-
est to at least be there to vote at
the April membership meeting.
If you do not like the direction
the Klub is going then that is
your quickest route to changing
things. If you do like the way
things are going, it's your
chance to make sure things are
going to continue on. If you
want to make a bigger impact,
then get ahold of a member of
the nominating committee and
run for the GAK board. All that it
requires is being a member for a
full year, and the votes of your
fellow members. Beyond that,
all you need is to attend 2 meet-
ings a month. It is not a particu-
larly heavy burden, and can be
very rewarding in its’ own right.
