Bavarian beer hall tries to 
seduce Berlin 

What promises to be the biggest 
beer hall in Europe has opened in 
Berlin, prompting a culture clash by 
bringing Bavarian boozing culture to 
the Prussian-accented German capital 

Anxious tourists stretched outside 
the doors of the newly-opened 2,500-
seat Hofbräuhaus Berlin near 
Alexanderplatz, waiting for their turn 
to be seated and sample Bavarian beer 
and Weißwurst. 

“I’ve been to Bavaria and it’s really 
not to that level yet, but it definitely 
has potential,” said Larry Frank, a 
tourist visiting from Toronto, Canada.  

Jürgen Bach wasn’t one of them. “It 
all seems rather silly,” the long-time 
Berliner groused. “This is Berlin and 
Bavaria is Bavaria.  I wouldn’t ever 
visit this restaurant,” he said. 

Hofbräuhaus owner Björn Schwarz 
knows he must win over fickle locals 
in order to conquer Berlin’s ultra-
competitive restaurants.  And he admits 
the 2,500-seat restaurant – claiming to 
be Europe’s largest beer hall – seems a 
bit incongruous amidst the somewhat 
drab architecture of once-East German 
Alexanderplatz.
