Second, this is just a reminder to contact me via e-mail (mlzimmerman@bellsouth.net) or phone 

(502-635- 7380) concerning any information you would like to have placed in the newsletter—

remember it is a CLUB newsletter, it‟s here for all of us. 

 

Third, I have been reading in several magazines of ladies driving their cars at night being pulled 

over by vehicles that appear to be police cars (with lights, sirens and PA systems attached to the 

cars).  I know all us women were told to slow down the car, lower the window slightly and 

inform the “police officer” you would be driving up to the nearest open facility (so if there is 

any problem you are not alone and hopefully others will be there to help protect you if needed).  

Well now if a police, city or any “official” car attempts to pull you over and you have ANY 

QUALMS about the situation, you can now call *112 on any cell phone, this number will 

automatically transfer to the nearest 911 call center where you can then tell the operator your 

situation, the area of town you are driving in and that you will not be stopping right away, but 

will be waiting to pull into an area that is well lit, surrounded by people and in an area you feel 

safe in.  The operator will then contact the vehicle following you and inform that person of your 

concerns (by law you have a right to make sure you  are in a secure and safe spot before 

exposing yourself to possible problems).  This call will also come in great handiness if for some 

reason the person following you is not associated with any police or security department, where 

the operator will tell you where to go and get you as close as you can to the nearest group of 

“officials” who will then assist you in getting yourself out of that situation and staying safe. 

SO REMEMBER, WHEN IN DOUBT, OR IF SOMETHING JUST DOES NOT FEEL 

RIGHT, FROM YOUR CELL PHONE DIAL *112 AND SPEAK WITH THE POLICE 

DISPATCHER (and remember, no police officer or city/county or state duty would ever get 

upset with a single woman in a car who is taking measures to protect herself and preventing 

herself from becoming another statistic).
